What’s new in SNAP–B Version 2?

SNAP–B Version 2 offers practical advice and suggestions that are more precisely focused to target the age and stage of each pupil who is needing help – thus Version 2 includes additional advice and more strategies (particularly for older pupils), and including strategies which reinforce restorative approaches. The personalised helpsheets generated by the computer can also now be made more age-appropriate to the individual pupil. Where appropriate, they are also linked to specific SEAL (Social and Emotional Aspects of Learning) outcomes, and provide a photocopiable Am I making progress? checklist against these outcomes

A major new feature in Version 2 is the facility to select and compare any two SNAP–B profiles, in order to review each pupil’s progress and evaluate the effectiveness of any intervention programme. The heightened awareness provided by the ‘compare’ facility also allows a more sensitive understanding of how a pupil may have changed between successive assessments. To compare Profiles, simply select the two assessments you wish to compare, and the more recent assessment is shown superimposed on the earlier assessment. Using the Matrix, it is also possible to see at a glance how responses to individual questions have changed over time, enabling you to pinpoint quite specific areas in which a pupil has displayed improvement or deterioration.

The Version 2 profile includes a ‘confidence indicator’ designed to alert you to possibly misleading profiles based on incomplete questionnaire responses. Version 2 also offers the facility for older pupils to answer the What I Feel self-esteem questions directly on-screen, if preferred.
The questionnaires themselves are substantially unchanged, and can be used with either Version 1 or Version 2 – the minor rewordings help to minimise differences in phraseology appropriate to primary/secondary pupils and contexts.
If you have previously used SNAP–B Version 1 to record assessments on the same computer, Version 2 will not alter your existing pupil or assessment data files in any way. On first loading, it will detect these data files and they will remain accessible through the Existing Pupils list. Your existing password will also be carried over unchanged.
